As a parent, a veteran of the
U.S. Navy and attorney, | am
concerned about the increasing
number of unmotivated high
school students and young
adults in our neighborhoods and
business districts with little or no
prospect of change or
opportunity. | witnessed the
downside of this condition first
hand for more than 22 years in
our juvenile, family, probate and
felony courts. These venues
are dalily filled with disillusioned,
delinquent and often abandoned
young people with too much
time on their hands in trouble for
drug use, sex crimes, violence
and vandalism. Itis my hope
that you share my concern.

Many young people in our
communities are lonely, and
desperately need to be
surrounded by people who love
them. They need a support
system that does not exploit
them sexually or rob their
dignity, but rather, encourages
them to new life in Christ and
assists them to reach their
fullest potential for His glory as
they start over in life. The only
question is “who will provide
real love?” and “who will provide
the assistance?”

David Roeser, a 24 year old
junior high teacher at
Hametown Christian Academy
captured the essence of the
problem best when he said,

“I've realized that a child will
never care about learning
history if he/she cannot
conquer their own dark past.
They have no problem
recalling the terrible things
they’'ve done or suffered, and
they spend the majority of
their formative years
oppressed and shaped by
these forces .”

| believe many of us can relate
to the legions of children being
haunted by a dark past. I'm
sure many have seen and heard
terrible things during your life.
Worse yet are “the least of
these” who still feel oppressed
and shaped by these forces with
no voice.

Imagine trying to fight back
while attempting to transition
from adolescence to adulthood.
| believe this is a losing battle
and creates a bondage that
sometimes never gets broken.

And this is why some of us are
passionate about joining these

young people in their journey — il

because we who have been

freed from the forces of our dark

pasts, can now participate in
God’s business to free others.
